Approaching the inland harbour town of
Diksmuide from any direction, you willsee the
massive Yser Tower which was built after the
First World War in 1928 to commemorate
Flemish soldiers who were killed during the
conflct. It became a place where famlies of the
dead would come as pilgrims, remembering
those lost or hoping to find out what happened to
those never found. The original tower was
demolished in 1946 as during the Second World
War it had been the scene of Nazi ceremonies. It
was rebuilt in similar style to the original and is
now an iconic, must-see museum where, among

other things, visitors can experience the odour of
